One by Suzanne Pasternak and Marion de Vries is called Ship of Fire, based
on the historic incident of the sinking of the Ocean Wave, a luxury
passenger steamship, off Prince Edward County in 1853. Pasternak is widely
known for her successful folk opera, Minerva, and de Vries has directed or
otherwise been involved in several shows during the annual festival. Casts
are needed to play assorted members of the crew and passengers.
The second is Colours in the Storm, by Jim Betts, a musical based on the
life of famous Canadian painter Tom Thomson and the characters he
encounters in his Algonquin Park painting sessions in the early years of the
20th Century.
“We’re looking for versatile performers, men and women from 35 years old
and up with strong voices.”
Auditions will be held on Sunday, March 8, from noon until 5 p.m.  Those
who register will be advised of the time for an audition and location.
Performance dates for Ship of Fire are July 9 through 25, Wednesday
through Saturday at 8 p.m., plus matinee performances at 2 p.m. on
Wednesdays and Saturdays. For Colours in the Storm, dates are August 6
through 21, the same times and days and matinee shows.
A third show, Schoolhouse, is a vehicle for which young people were wanted
and the auditions call was announced earlier. Auditions for that will be held
in April.
“It’s a great opportunity for available adults in the area to work with a group
of professional actors on two fabulous shows this summer,” commented
Sarah Phillips, artistic director.
Applicants are asked to forward a resume of their stage experience, musical
skills and any relevant skills, such as musical instruments, plus a recent
close-up photograph.
